It is one of the 24 state fishing lakes 
operated by Mississippi Department of Wild-
life, Fisheries and Parks. Whether it’s fishing,
camping, skiing, or the popular off-road
bicycle trail, Elvis Presley Lake has something
for every outdoor enthusiast.

One handicapped access fishing pier as well
as neatly mowed, shady shorelines make fishing 
from the bank popular.

Presently, there are no harvest regulations 
for any species. However, statewide creel limits 
do apply. Sportfishing licenses are required to 
fish with the exception of July 4. Fishing permits
are also required.
